James R. May is a Professor of Law and co-director of the Environmental Law Center and Adjunct Professor of
Graduate Engineering at Widener University. He has been an academic, a founder and director of two leading
environmental advocacy organizations, a founder and director of a program on marine policy, a federal litigator, and
an environmental attorney. He has litigated 200+ public interest environmental claims (including some in the U.S.
Supreme Court) and has authored numerous legal publications relating to environmental and constitutional law.
